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3 Product installation 
 
The following part covers general requirements of the product installation. Proper installation is necessary for 
efficient operation of the product. SELT SP. Z O.O. recommends to use services of skilled installation crews 
what guarantees the Purchaser proper installation. 

3.1 General requirements for safe installation 

 
 it is necessary to follow general rules of construction art, 

 it is necessary to follow health and safety regulations, especially concerning work with electricity and 

at heights, 

 it is necessary to install the product in a mechanical manner (foams, glues or similar materials are not 

allowed for mounting the product), 

 product should be installed to even surfaces, that at the same time ensure proper strength , 

 before starting the installation remove all unnecessary elements from the installation area. 

3.2 Requirements for safe installation at heights 

 

 

Installation of the product, because it requires performing work at heights, is particularly 
dangerous because it poses a high risk of danger to human health and safety and in particular 
fall from height. 

 
Preparation of a plan on health and safety during installation is the responsibility of the Purchaser. 

 
Purchaser should determine specific requirements of health and safety when working at height, and especially 
to ensure:   

 direct supervision of work execution by the designated person (e.g. the foreman), 

 adequate safeguards measures, in particular protective equipment against falls from height, 

 detailed instruction of employees performing work at heights. 
 
Work at heights above 2 meters, requiring using personal protective equipment against falls from height, must 
be performed by at least 2 people.   
 
Work at heights should be organized and carried out in a way that does not force employees to lean out of the 
railings or outline of a device on which they stand. The buyer has an obligation to ensure that areas of work at 
heights can be accessed only by authorized and informed personnel. Health and safety professionals should 
inform employees residing or staying at the conduct of such works or in the vicinity of the site about 
conducted operations at heights and the necessary safety measures to be applied during this work.  
 

3.3 Preparation to installation 

 unpack product and check if it contains all necessary elements for installation, 

 make sure that the base where product will be mounted provides sufficient bearing capacity for safe 
installation and operation of the product, 

 prepare set of tools necessary for installation. 
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3.4 General guidelines for installation 

 
 The product should be protected against any stains made by e.g. silicon, mortar or mounting foam, 

which may cause its damage, 

 Using any chemical substances containing bituminous substances or any other substances making 
reactions with the product is forbidden, 

 The cassette of side awning should be installed to the wall,  

 The wall bracket should be installed to the wall,  

 The front post should be installed to hard ground (e.g. concrete, bricks), 

 The front post with natural ground mounting should be installed to natural subsoil.   
 
Awning installation, adjustment and test its testing can be carried out by service crew or trained 
persons only. Person conducting the installation and first run is responsible for appropriate fixing of 
the awning including fixing elements, allowing for its correct operation and parameters.

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3.6 Bora awning installation – wall brackets and permanent brackets 
The side awning Bora can be installed in three configurations, according to the manner of fixing the bracket 
responsible for fastening to the front bar: 
 

 Front post – mounting to hard ground (e.g. concrete) with use of elements: front post + fixed 
footing pole. 

 Front post with mounting for natural ground – mounting for soft surface with use of elements: 
front post + mounting  for natural ground    

 Wall bracket – mounting to the wall

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3.7 Guidelines for installation – cassette bracket and cassette hanger  

 Cassette bracket 
After unpacking the product pay attention to the positioning of cassette brackets, which are set up 

according to the height of the cassette.

 Delineation of the spots for cassette hangers 
The easiest way of  marking the spots for cassette hangers installation is to put them on the cassette 

brackets and read off the dimension ‘Z’ (see picture below). Pay attention also to the proper distance 

from the ground.

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3.8 Bora awning installation 
Cassette mounting should be fixed in such manner, that rolling up and placement of the front bar in the 

cassette is aligned (presented by two horizontal arrows on the drawing below). 

Distance between the cassette hanger  and the fixed/wall bracket cannot be longer than the system 

projection.  

It is allowed to move the fixed bracket up to 5° (about 300 mm) in the direction shown below (see 

drawing). It is forbidden to install the permanent mounting moved in the direction shown with the 

crossed out arrow.     

                        

 
 

3.8.1 Cassette hangers installation 
 

1) Prepare installation tools according to 
the list. 
 

 

2) Start the installation from marking the installation spots for 
cassette hangers. Level the hangers vertically with spirit level and 
mark places for installation holes.                                  
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6) Based on the first hanger mark 
installation place for the second 
one. Pay particular attention so 
that hangers are installed in the 
same vertical level. 

 

7) Drill holes in marked 
places. 
 

 

8) Fix installation 
anchors. 
 

 

9) Install the second 
hanger. 
 

 
 
 

10) Check the 
correctness of  hangers 
installation in relation 
to each other. 

 

11) Put the cassette on the hangers by pressing it to the wall (to the hangers) and 
then downwards (see drawing).  

                 
 

3)  Drill in marked places. 

 

4)  Fix installation anchors. 

 

5) Install the hanger. 
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12) After setting up the cassette on the hangers secure it with set screws, which are located in the cassette 
bracket.  

    
 

3.8.2 Fixed bracket installation 
 

1) Mark installation holes 

for the footing plate. 

 

2)Drill holes, fix 

installation anchors. 

 

3) Screw on the footing 

plate. 

 

 

4) Set the front post on 

the foot plate. 

 

 
5) Connect the elements with 

screws and Allen key “6”.  

 

 

6) Level the bracket horizontally using set 
screws and Allen key “3”. 

 

 

7) Screw down the fixed

3.8.3 Fixed bracket installation (natural ground)  
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Fixed bracket can be also mounted to soft ground, using the ‘mounting for natural ground’ element. In that 

case this element is replacing the footing plate and is mechanically embedded to the ground. The fixed bracket 

is installed in the same manner as described in point 3.8.2.  

 

  
 

3.8.4 Wall bracket installation 
 
Wall bracket should be screw into the fixed wall bracket, which should be installed to the wall in the first place.    
 

1) Mark the position height of 
the wall bracket, then mark 
installation holes.

4) Install the fixed wall 
bracket. 
 
 

 

 

5) Slip mounting inserts to the wall bracket.  

 

6) Install the wall bracket to previously mounted 
fixed wall bracket.  

 

3.8.5 Handle regulation and locking in the bracket 
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For matching the handle with the bracket and 

keeping the correct  fabric tension it is possible to 

adjust the handle placement on front bar. 

 

 

The adjustment of handle 

placement is performed with an 

Allen key. 

 

 
 

To lock the handle in the bracket: Before putting the handle in the bracket pull out the safety pin and set in 

„withdraw” position with a 90° turn. Then hook the handle by its excision (pointed with an arrow on the 

drawing) to the pin. Hold the handle and check correctness of the mounting. If the mounting is correct, 

release the safety pin. This element locks the handle in the bracket and secures it from springing out.     
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4 Final remarks 

4.1 Completeness and qualitative state of delivery 
 
Selt SP. Z O.O. makes every effort to ensure that the goods are produced in accordance with the order. To 
check the completeness of the product is purchaser’s duty and it should be conducted at the time of delivery. 
Any discrepancies of the product with the order should be reported immediately to the 
driver/warehouseman/installers and noted in the proof of delivery at the risk of rejecting claims regarding 
quantitative discrepancies. Checking the quality of the apparent defects should be done by the purchaser at 
the time of delivery. As apparent defects are considered mechanical damages, scratches, cracks, etc. Any 
discrepancies in quantity or possible replacements of parts being the evident result of Selt SP. Z O.O. fault, the 
company agrees to supplement or replace in the shortest possible time. 
  

4.2 General conditions for transport and storage of the product 

 
 The product is secured with air bubble film and polyurethane profiles, then is factory-packed in a 

cardboard box to prevent its damage during storage, transport and during its transportation to the 
place of final assembly, 

 For the transport purposes, the products should be set in accordance with the arrows on the 
packaging, 

 Product storage should not be performed in more than 2 layers, due to possibility of package crushing 
what in turn may lead to product permanent damage,  

 Products placed on the means of transport must be secured against movement and damage during 
transport (e.g. spacers, safety belts, etc.). 

 During transportation the products must be protected from the rain or snow, 

 Storage places should be dry, airy and protected from the harmful effects of weather conditions (sun, 
rain, etc.), 

 Where the weight of the product exceeds 25kg and its transportation to the place of final 
assembly must be carried out by at least two persons. 
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5  Disassembly/ Utilization/ Disposal 
 

 Improper system disassembly can result in severe injuries and system damage. 
System disassembly should be commissioned to a properly qualified assembly team or to a person 
suitably trained within industrial safety and with the knowledge concerning recovery. 
 

Disposal of worn electrical and electronic equipment 
After the end of product lifetime it must be disassembled and separate material must be segregated according 
to Regulation of the Minister of Environment of 9 December 2014 on waste catalogue – Dz. U. [Journal of
